Sunsetting Newbury United

In March of 2020, a group
of Newbury citizens came
together in response to
COVID-19 and formed New-
bury United. Our goal was
simple: to connect with and
support our neighbors dur-
ing the pandemic. Help with
shopping and errands;
share information about re-
sources; and coordinate
support in critical areas such
as food security.

Now that Vermont’s
COVID transmission rate is
low and COVID restrictions
have been lifted, the need
for our support is much re-
duced. We will discontinue
the helpline on July 31; the
State’s 211 telephone help-
line will continue to be avail-
able for people who need
assistance. Linda Ilde and
the Rowe Community Gar-
deners have generously
agreed to sustain the ex-
panded Share the Harvest
table into the fall at the Wells
River, Baldwin Memorial Li-
brary on Friday afternoons
from 2pm-4pm, so food sup-
port will continue. Although
many of our members will
continue to volunteer for
Share the Harvest, we will
sunset Newbury United as
an organization.

It was a privilege to be of

service to the community of
Newbury, and to be able,
with your support, to pursue
a number of initiatives. Early
on we simply called neigh-
bors to find out how they
were and how we could
help. We sponsored a cam-
paign to encourage all of us
to “mask-up.” We published
a print and online directory
of Newbury Businesses and
Services to encourage the
residents of Newbury to
shop locally and support our
neighbors’ businesses. We
established a helpline for
residents to reach out for in-
formation and help, and a
phone tree to reach seniors
with updates on vaccination.
In collaboration with the
Wells River Congregational
Church and the Baldwin Me-
morial Library, we expanded
Share the Harvest, origi-
nated by the Rowe Commu-
nity Garden, to include food
donated or made available
at a discount by Willing
Hands, Upper Valley Every-
one Eats, Hannaford Super-
market, Upper Valley Coffee
Roasters and 4 Corners
Farm, as well as generous
contributions from commu-
nity members who provided
venison, fruits, vegetables,
eggs, jams and honey, plus

gift certificates for food.
Throughout the year, we
published updates on food
security, vaccination avail-
ability and COVID-related
news through listservs.

We thank our many vol-
unteers and deeply appreci-
ate the generous financial
and operational support pro-
vided by Royal Electric
Company, Wells River Ac-
tion Program (WRAP), Wells
River Savings Bank, the
Newbury Woman'’s Club, the
New England Grassroots
Environmental Fund and the
Vermont Community Foun-
dation.

We trust our community
will continue to stay safe and
are confident that, when we
face challenges in the fu-
ture, we will draw strength
from our commitment to take
care of each other.

No to Critical Race Theory

On June 25, 2021, Gov-
ernor Chris Sununu signed
HB2 into law, making New
Hampshire one of six states
to ban students in any public
school to be taught, in-
structed, inculcated or com-
pelled to express belief that
one’s age, sex, gender iden-
tity, sexual orientation, race,
creed, color, marital status,
familial status, mental or
physical disability, religion or
national origin is inherently
superior or inherently racist,
sexist or oppressive,
whether consciously or un-
consciously. The law further
states, “A violation of this
section of HB2 by an edu-
cator shall be considered a
violation of the educator
code of conduct that justifies
disciplinary sanction by the
state board of education.”

This new law does not
ban teaching about race or
racism, but it does forbid the
teaching of certain beliefs
put forth in critical race
theory (CRT) such as, “an
individual is “racist” simply
based upon his or her skin
color or other characteristics
such as age as identified in
the new law. Yes, teachers
should teach the historical
existence of ideas and
events of our country’s past,
but on the other hand, our
children should not be incul-
cated with untruthful instruc-
tion pushing a dangerous,
misguided theory that their
actions and thinking are a
result of inherent skin color,
sex or race. This misguided
theory does nothing to en-
hance or strengthen life in
America. Judging racism by
the color of one’s skin with-
out consideration for a per-

son’s intellectual, emotional
and spiritual qualities, is
simply wrong. We should
not forget Dr. Martin Luther
King’s famous speech and
advice to this Nation, “I have
a dream that my four little
children will one day live in a
nation where they will not be
judged by the color of their
skin but by the content of
their character.” Does critical
race theory align with Dr.
King’s dream, or does it do
the opposite, and that is, ‘to
judge by the color of one’s
skin?’

| supported HB2, and
agree with Governor Su-
nunu. Critical Race Theory
is unacceptable in New
Hampshire’s public schools.
As a parent and grandpar-
ent, | ask that schools teach
our young people to think,
but not tell them what to
think. Children enter school
in their first years eager to
learn and play with all their
classmates, regardless of
one’s skin color or cultural
background. Is CRT going to
build upon these character-
istics, or do the oppose, by
pitting people against each
other.

In closing, it should be
noted that at its recent con-
vention, the National Educa-
tion  Association (NEA)
adopted a resolution con-
taining policy objectives.
The document stated, “we
oppose attempts to ban criti-
cal race theory.” Governor
Sununu is correct, divisive
discriminatory theory cannot
be condoned in our public
schools.

1990, 37:1; and 2009, 147:1
to read as follows:

SECT. 3. Said district at
each annual meeting shall
elect by ballot a moderator,
a clerk, one auditor, a treas-
urer, and three commis-
sioners. All of said officers
shall be elected by a major-
ity vote of all the voters pres-
ent and voting at the annual
meeting. Said officers shall
exercise in relation to district
meetings the like powers to
those of moderator, clerk,
and selectmen of towns.
The commissioners shall
have within the district all the
powers of the mayor and al-
dermen of any city respect-
ing highways, sidewalks,
and sewers. They shall con-
trol and direct the expendi-
ture of all moneys raised
under authority of the district
and by the town of Haverhill

for expenditure in the dis-
trict. They shall have sole
authority to appoint a high-
way surveyor in said district,
and in default of such ap-
pointment shall themselves
perform the duties of that of-
fice.

2 Financial Audit Require-
ment. No later than one year
after the effective date of
section 1 of this act, the
Woodsville fire district shall
provide financial audits by a
certified public accountant
approved by the department
of revenue administration
that is compliant with gen-
erally accepted accounting
practices (GAAP), of all
funds received from the
town of Haverhill and all
other sources including
state and federal funds, and
of all funds expended by the
fire district, for each calen-
dar year commencing Janu-
ary 1, 2015 to the effective
date of section 1 of this act,
as directed by the depart-
ment of revenue administra-
tion. The department of
revenue administration shall
approve the scope of the
audit and shall receive
monthly updates from the
certified public accountant
and the Woodsville fire dis-
trict on the status of the audit
while it is in progress. The
results of the audit shall be
published on the town of Ha-
verhill website within 60
days of delivery by the certi-
fied public accountant to the
Woodsville fire district and
the department of revenue
administration. The audit
shall be at the expense of
the Woodsville fire district.
Reimbursement of any ex-
penses related to the audit
incurred by the department
of revenue administration
shall be in accordance with
the provisions of RSA 21-
J:22. The department of
revenue administration may
levy a fine of $250 per day
against the Woodsville fire
district for every day of non-
compliance with this act
beyond one year from the
effective date of this act. The
commissioner may waive
such fine at his or her discre-
tion, subject to the good faith
efforts of the Woodsville fire
district to comply with all rel-
evant laws and the provi-
sions of this act.

3 Effective Date. This act
shall take effect upon its
passage.

Celebrating Life in Pike, NH

As | stood in the Pike
Cemetery on Wednesday
June 23, | was overcome by
many thoughts and emo-
tions.

First was the celebration
of the life of my friend Rich-
ard Hall whose 93 years
were so beautifully de-
scribed by Melissa Gould as
many of us stood at the
gravesite with Moosilauke in
the background. Melissa’s
talk was long but so power-
ful  and thoroughly re-
searched, and | never tired
of standing and listening as
she recounted the farming
life, caddying at the old Lake
Tarleton Club, marrying
Shirley, raising daughters
Lisa and Denise, and his
pride in grandchildren Dan-
ielle and Stacy, not to men-
tion two great grandchildren.
There was also his daily
presence at Always Fit in
Woodsville which he kept up
as long as he could drive!

Second, the ceremony
highlighted the rich agricul-
tural heritage that has de-
fined the character and
economy of Haverhill and
our region. While many
fields are still moved for hay
(including an operation in
progress across Route 25

during the ceremony!),
family farms are largely a
dying breed as the eco-
nomics of agriculture have
dramatically changed in re-
cent years. There aren’t
many left like Richard who
so dutifully worked the land
all of his life. While celebrat-
ing that heritage, | also felt a
deep sadness for future
generations who will not
have the opportunity to
make a living off the land
and experience the lifestyle
and pride that go with it.

Third, the crowd was
quite large for a funeral of
someone of that age, dem-
onstrating the impact that
one person can have in life. |
knew most of those gath-
ered, but had not seen many
since COVID-19 hit some 15
months earlier. This event
had a kind of joyous coming-
out feeling for reconnecting,
for community, and for rela-
tionships as we emerge
from the isolation this long
pandemic.

Fourth, of course, was
the beauty all around us -- of
fields and forest and moun-
tains in the distance. We are
lucky to live in such a sacred
place.

After the formal service,
as | milled about re-connect-
ing, one of the young people

who was back visiting made
the comment that things
haven’t changed much over
the years. Yes, there is the
pastoral beauty and, on the
surface, it mostly looks the
same. But | thought of the di-
minished agricultural econ-
omy, the loss of that lifestyle,
empty  storefronts, and
houses in some degree of
disrepair.

| also thought about
people who have passed on
like Richard, Paul Tetreault,
Jim Walker, John Wolter,
Norma Lavoie, Richard Fag-
nant, Gene Puffer, and, of
course, Ray Burton. Will fu-
ture generations live up to
what these people gave our
communities? | pondered
the divisions that have
stoked discontent in Haver-
hill. Disrespect for those
who disagree with us is a
national trend, of course, but
| wonder if we can pull to-
gether to improve our town
in the present climate of
widespread distrust.

Thanks, Richard, for a
great life and this unex-
pected opportunity to reflect
upon so many aspects of
our special community. We
will carry on without you,
and | hope we can live up to
what you gave us.

The shuttle to JFK took 36
minutes in the air; it took
longer than that to go from
one terminal to another
when we got to NYC.

We foolishly -- or not --
checked our bags straight
through to Helsinki. | have
visions of wearing the same
clothes for a week and going
without a coat but it sure was
great not to have to hore
baggage off and on the bus
like everyone else.

We ate supper here in the
terminal -- a ham and
cheese sandwich each and
a glass of wine each and it
was $20. It's time we got off
the farm, | guess.

Sean, our tour director,
has amazing blue eyes and
a casual attitude. It appears
he knows most everyone
and figures that they know
how to travel, | hope he's not
so casual when we get to the
USSR.

Our traveling companions
are a diverse lot: a couple of

It gives an
employee the ability to per-
petrate and conceal fraud
or errors in the normal
course of their duties." And

Eggplant Plzza

Hello hello my fellow
chefs. How are you all
doing? I'm fine and | trav-
eled to Coventry, Rl for the
4th of July for a week. |
stayed with my son and
grandchildren. | had a won-
derful time. How did every-
one like last editions recipe
for Jello Flag Cake. | made it
twice and everybody loved it.

1 firm eggplant

1/2 green or colored
pepper diced

7 or 8 fresh mushrooms
sliced

1 small can sliced black
olives

1 jar 14 o0z. pizza sauce
(your favorite)

1 Cup shredded mozza-
rella cheese

1/8 Cup fresh Parmesan
cheese

1/2 tsp garlic powder

1 tsp minced onion

1 tsp Italian seasonings

2 Tbsp olive oil divided

Salt and pepper to taste

Crushed red pepper
flakes (optional)

Preheat oven to 400 de-
grees

Cut the eggplant into
1/47-1/2” slices leaving skin
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your cooking sheet. Place
sliced eggplant in and sprin-
kle salt on them. Let them
sweat for 10-15 minutes Dab
sweat with paper towels turn
eggplant over and sweat the
other side and dab.

In  bowl place the
peppers, mushrooms and
olives. Add the seasonings,
1 Tbsp olive oil Parmesan
cheese and toss.

Bake eggplant slices for
10 minutes, turn over and
bake for another 10 minutes.
Remove from oven and put
your pizza sauce on egg-
plant slices, add the toppings
and sprinkle with mozzarella
cheese.
