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April weather conditions lead
to increased wildfire risk in NH

While "April showers
bring May flowers," the
month's wide variety of
weather conditions — in-
cluding rising tempera-
tures, low relative
humidity and gusty winds
— combine with over-win-
tered dry grasses and
leaves to elevate wildfire
risk statewide.

To help alert the public
about the importance of
wildfire prevention, the
N.H. Forest Protection
Bureau has designated
April  14-20, 2024 as
"Wildfire Awareness
Week" in New Hampshire.
The bureau is joining
other U.S. and Canadian
partners within the North-
east Forest Fire Protec-
tion Commission in a
coordinated effort to edu-
cate the public about how
people can help lessen
the occurrences of wildfire
across the region.

Governor Chris Su-
nunu has issued a procla-
mation supporting the
importance of wildfire
awareness and the value
of fire prevention efforts
statewide.

"It's important to rec-
ognize that, unlike other
regions of the United
States, wildfire season in
New Hampshire can
begin early in the spring,"
said Forest Ranger Na-
than Blanchard of the
N.H. Forest Protection
Bureau. "Human activities
add to the mix of risk fac-
tors because we're all
ready to spend time out-
side after months of winter
weather.

"Yard cleanup, spring
cookouts and even things
like the improper disposal
of wood stove ash can
create embers, sparks or

other forms of heat that
can easily ignite dry mate-
rials around them, caus-
ing a wildfire that can
quickly run and turn into a
big problem."

Self-awareness and
personal responsibility are
key concepts in the na-
tional effort to reduce the
frequency and impact of
wildfires.

"We all remember the
Québec and Nova Scotia
wildfires last year, and
while New Hampshire
wildfires are most often
contained while they are
small, under dry and
windy conditions they can
develop into larger fires
that can consume many
acres of land and threaten
or destroy property, even
homes," said N.H. Forest
Protection Bureau Chief
Steven Sherman.

"Being aware of the
changing weather con-
ditions, elevated fire
danger and complying
with fire permitting re-
quirements can help pre-
vent devastating
consequences for you,
your neighbor and your
community."

More than 80 percent
of New Hampshire is for-
ested, second in the
United States only to the
state of Maine.

Permits are
issued only on days when
Daily Fire Danger con-
ditions indicate that it is
safe to burn. Permits may
also be obtained online at
nhfirepermit.com.

on. This bill was passed on
to the Senate, but Senator
Schumer wouldnt even
bring it up for a vote. Was he
afraid of the Democratic
senators having to go on the
record?

Apparently, Mr. Roderick
seems to think the country is
better off now than it was
under the previous admin-
istration. A recent Reuters’
poll showed that only 38% of
Americans approve  of
Biden's performance.

A local pet owner is
making headlines after au-
thorities - it's not yet been
shared why the authorities
appeared on the doorstep
in the first place, but | di-
gress - found a supply of
meat in the homeowner's
freezer.

The meat was for the
family pets, which happen
to be a number of large
snakes of various species.
The meat, it has been re-
ported, consisted of a
dozen or so frozen puppies.
Did | mention the pets are
large snakes?

The ensuing investiga-
tion is to find out how the
puppies died, if they were
humanely dispatched or
not.

For all the puppy protec-
tors out there, | just want to
remind you, shelters all over
this country kill a staggering
number of animals every
year. The approximate
number is 100 thousand,
but since many animals are
eliminated without a paper
trail, and many establish-
ments such as research
labs have no legal require-
ment to report when, how,
and how many of their ani-
mals are euthanized, it is a
low end guesstimate at best
(orworst if you ask me. )

An estimated 25% of
the animals that enter
shelters never get out alive.
Of the adoptable dogs -
those with no life-threaten-
ing conditions - 9 out of 10
are killed. Aimost 60% of all
the animals euthanized are
kittens not even weaned
yet.

Abuses at shelters have

been reported for years; re-
ports of animals buried
alive, not properly dosed,
some simply whacked on
the head and tossed into
trash bins or incinerators.
The inhumane methods
used for dispatching un-
wanted animals in Amer-
ica's shelters could fill a
book.

Back to our snake lov-
ers. Regardless of your po-
sition on what they should
feed those big snakes - or
whether they should let
them out to forage for them-
selves a couple of times a
week - the fact remains that
it is perfectly legal to toss
mice, charmingly labeled
pinkies,  fuzzies, and
hoppers, alive and still
squirming, into your snake
pit and sit back and watch
the show if you're so in-
clined.

| doubt that sort of dis-
posal could be considered
humane, yet it is not only
legal, but also advertised
online, and in pet shops in
nearly every state in the
Union. Hawaii is the lone
holdout, with a fine tickling a
quarter million bucks if
you're found to be harboring
a snake.

Human beings have
had a wide variety of gastro-
nomic preferences through-
out history. People in places
where game is unpredict-
able have raised guinea
pigs; they're pets until the
weather makes hunting im-
possible, then they end up
in a stew, a real stew.

Many of this country's
indigenous inhabitants trav-
eled with dogs; if there were

8 count large flour tortillas

Chicken
Enchiladas

Recipe below.
Ingredients for Enchilada
sauce

2 Tbsp olive oil

2 Tbsp all purpose flour

3 Tbsp chili powder

1 tsp garlic powder

1/2 tsp ground cumin

1/2 tsp dried oregano
S&P to taste

2 cups chicken broth (I
used chicken bouillon
cubes dissolved in 2 cups
boiling water.)

Another note if you par-
tially freeze your chicken
it's a lot easier to cut
especially in small pieces.
Begin by heating oil in
sauté pan. Add onion
sauté for a couple of mi-
nutes. Add chicken and
cook for about 8-10 mi-
nutes until done then add
S & P, green chilies and
black beans mix well and
set aside. Combine in
small bowl the chili pow-
der, garlic powder, cumin
and oregano. In small
saucepan heat oil add
flour and whisk making a
roux for only 1 minute.
Add the rest of the spice
mixture and whisk 1 more
minute then continuously
whisking add the chicken
broth. Bring to a slow boil
and simmer for about 6-8
minutes whisking often. It
will thicken a little bit. Set
aside. Grease a 9x13
baking pan and preheat
oven to 350 degrees. Get
a tortilla and spoon a little
of the enchilada sauce
and spread with a spoon.
In center place a gener-
ous spoon of chicken mix
in a line. Sprinkle some
shredded cheese on and

roll up folding sides in to fit
in baking dish. | don’t
know what | did but |
could only fit 6 filled torti-
llas. The tortillas | bought
said burrito on it so | don’t
know if you will fit 8 or 6
like me. Spoon the rest of
the enchilada sauce over
the top and sprinkle more
shredded cheese. Bake
for 20-25 minutes until
cheese is melted and
bubbly around edges and
crispy spots of tortillas
peeking out. You can add
anything you want in the
stuffing like pepper strips
or you can use shaved
steak and make beef bur-
ritos. That’s it there’s a lot
of steps but | tried to make
it go as easy as | could.
Now that you have the
idea of how to make en-
chiladas the possibilities
are endless. Very “Deli-
cioso “ and the steps are
all easy peasy! Even if
you are a vegetarian use
Tofu. Please give this
recipe a try because your
family will love it and you
will be a star.
